v Floor rug - 8x10 or less
v" Small fan
v" Small trash can, with trash bags
v’ Flashlight, with batteries
v" Desk lamp — non-halogen
v’ Refrigerator — 3.1cf or less
v' Water-boiling pitchers, Keurig — must have enclosed heating elements
v Plug-ins or reed diffusers
v Incandescent, CFL, or LED lighting

Posters, pictures

Small standing shelves, seating

v" Small aquatic animals
